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Things are continuing to hop in Syracuse.
A developer recently brought in a site plan
for the commercial ground surrounding Wal-
green’s. We do not have details yet on what
businesses to expect, but we look forward to
hearing from the developer. The theater
project behind Wal-Mart, however, stalled
due to concerns over meeting current build-
ing requirements.

It does not look as though we can meet
the timing requirements to place the Restau-
rant Referendum on our June ballot. This
referendum is the result of a petition circu-
lated to prevent restaurants that sell alco-
holic beverages from doing business in
Syracuse. It was my hope to get this on the
ballot as soon as possible to resolve this
issue since restaurants have been backing
out and considering neighboring sites due to
the uncertainty in Syracuse law.

Plans are moving forward on the Historic
Emigration Trail underpass project that will
provide a safe way to cross Antelope (at
Bluff Road), especially for children on their
way to school. It will set the stage for com-
pleting the final portion of the trail through
Syracuse where it will be picked up and con-
tinued by neighboring communities. This
underpass will make it possible to travel
from the north end of the City all the way to
Jensen Park without crossing any major
streets. We acquired nearly $1,000,000 in
grants to help with its construction.

UDOT s still seeking the final funds for
widening Antelope between 1000 West and
2000 West. They appropriated $17 million
for the project, but soaring costs now project
that total to around $30 million. Funding
road projects, park development, or any
other development has become problematic
due to the incredible increases in construc-
tion prices.

There are other UDOT projects that will
affect us. They are currently seeking funds
to widen Interstate 15 from Layton to Farm-
ington, construct a new interchange in south
Layton (near Doug and Emmy'’s), and widen
2000 West from Antelope north to 200
South. | have really developed a dislike for
the color orange.

Budget time is upon us and each year
seems more difficult. Our growing popula-
tion requires additional staffing to service our
needs. Virtually every department asked for
manpower increases. Police, Fire, Recrea-
tion, Parks, Planning, Building and Public
Works all need more help, along with gen-
eral office staff. The revenue from property
tax generated from all those new homes
does not pay for the additional personnel
and equipment needed to service them. For

example, a $250,000 home in Syracuse gen-
erates $143.41 in city taxes per year. The
same home in Layton would be taxed
$287.65, in West Point $317.49, and in Clear-
field $409.75. We need to make some hard
decisions if we want to maintain services.

Building Permits

To complete or finish a portion of a base-
ment, State law requires a building permit as
outlined in the International Residential Code.
Some may think that completing a basement
area without a permit and the necessary in-
spections is “no big deal,” or “costs way too
much.” However, doing so may be a larger
deal than you expect. Permits and inspec-
tions help alleviate construction failures and
increase safety as it relates to fire, electrical
shock, and ventilation as well as help save on
energy costs. Having permits and inspections
may also serve as a strong ally in case of a
lawsuit from future owners of your property.
Also note, some insurance companies may
not cover non-permitted areas of a home.

As an example of the cost for a permit to
complete a 1500 square foot area, the follow-
ing is a table of valuations and overall permit
prices:
1,500sf x $6 = $9,000 construction valuation

Building permit fee = $167
Plan review fee = 25
State Surcharge 1% = 2

Total fee = $194

Actual construction costs may be much
higher than the above example; however, this
is the value set by City Council through reso-
lution for the permit fee schedule. Depending
on the square footage to be finished, this cost
may increase or decrease but includes all
necessary inspections to complete the pro-
ject. The three main inspections are: a 4-way
rough, insulation, and final/occupancy. Addi-
tional inspections may be necessary to com-
plete a project and will be covered under the
permit fee. Permits do not expire as long as
regular progress is made on the project. If it
remains stagnant for more than 180 days, it
will expire.

If you do not acquire a permit prior to start-
ing the work, the permit price could double for
an investigative fee and possible citations.
Inspections after applying sheetrock are im-
possible. At times, the City may require
some work to be redone in order to ensure
compliance of the structure. Always be sure
to contact the Building Department before
starting any project, not only to protect your-
self but to avoid unnecessary corrections.
Syracuse has information available on the
website for obtaining permits as well as
checklists for basement improvements to aid
in this process. Doing the right thing up front
could be the best investment you will make
on your home.
