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   Because I get so many questions about 
road projects, I decided to outline what to 
expect this year in Syracuse. The first thing 
to understand is the source of the money to 
pay for these projects. Our City, like all   
others in Utah, receives Class C Road 
Funds from the State derived from taxes you 
pay on gasoline. It goes into a State pool 
and is dispersed to cities based on number 
of municipal road miles and population. 
Since Syracuse has been experiencing   
exponential growth, it is imperative we up-
date the State frequently in order to receive 
our fair share. Furthermore, we are paying 
off debt incurred when Syracuse widened 
1000, 2000, and 3000 West streets. The City 
will retire that debt in 2009. We currently 
receive about $600,000 per year in Class C 
Road Funds but, unfortunately, that does not 
go as far as we would like. 
   There will be a traffic light installed on the 
corner of 1000 West and 200 South. This 
corner is a joint project with Clearfield City. 
They have three corners, and we have one.  
Our share for this light is about $85,000.  
Additionally, as mentioned in the last news-
letter, UDOT will install a traffic light at the 
corner of 2000 West 700 South. This sea-
son, we hope to chip and seal 4000 West 
from 1700-2700 South and 3000 West from 
Bluff to 200 South. We also plan to overlay 
the street on 3000 West from 1700-2700 
South. The last major project for the summer 
will be the reconstruction of 700 South from 
2000-2500 West. This project will take place 
later in the season because development 
will impact this street, and we don’t want our 
improvements damaged. There are many 
worthy projects in our City, but we have lim-
ited funds and must prioritize each one. 
   I congratulate Rodger Worthen for  accept-
ing the position as our new City Administra-
tor. Rodger served Syracuse for the past 8 
years as Community Development Director.  
I enjoyed my working relationship with him 
and look forward to working with Rodger in 
his new capacity. 
     Anyone who watches the news or reads 
a paper knows we are in for a tough water 
year. I encourage all of you to be water wise.  
Do not water lawns during the hottest parts 
of the day, and follow recommended water-
ing practices to avoid overwatering and 
waste.  Check out the numerous web sites, 
as well as this monthly newsletter, for water-
ing tips. Let’s all work together to conserve 
this valuable resource.

Bicycle & Multi-Sports Helmets 
   In an average year in Utah, crashes in-
volving motor vehicles kill 6 bicyclists and 
involve nearly 900 people .  More than 60% 
of those injured bicyclists are younger than 
19 years and more than 3/4 are male.  From 
1995-2004, Utah had the 11th highest bicy-
cle injury rate in the nation. 
   Head trauma is the most common serious 
injury from a bicycle motor-vehicle crash.  
Helmets can reduce the risk of head injury 
by as much as 85%.  A statewide survey 
found only 28% of elementary school-age 
children, 7.5% of secondary school-age 
children, and 42% of adults wore bicycle 
helmets. 
   Because of the concern for safety of chil-
dren in our community, the Fire Department 
will once again offer bicycle and multi-sports 
helmets, at a discounted price, at the Fire 
Station.  Regular bike helmets are $5 and 
multi-sports helmets are $10.

April was Davis County Child Abuse Preven-
tion Month.  The following tips are ways par-
ents can avoid becoming abusive and ways 
others can help to prevent this tragic problem.�

 

What Parents can do 
* You are the most important person in your 

children’s lives.  What you say to them and 
how you treat them determines how they 
feel about themselves.  Offer positive words 
and praise often. 

* When you are stressed, reach out to a 
friend, family member, or community organi-
zation.  Being a parent is draining, and no 
one can do it alone. 

* Do something for yourself.  When you feel 
good about yourself, you are a better  

    parent. 
* When you are angry with your child, give 

yourself a time out and calm down so you 
can deal with the situation without your 
emotions taking over. 

* Be a nurturing parent and make parenting a 
priority.  Listen to your children, be patient, 
and spend time having fun with them. 

What You Can Do For Other Parents 
* Reach out to your neighbors.  Isolation is 

often a contributing factor in child abuse.

Water Meter Readings  
 

   In April, the City began reading residential 
water meters again.  The City bills every 
home the minimum monthly charge for water 
usage in the months of October through 
April.  Therefore,  April charges reflected on 
the bill mailed the first week in May could be 
higher due to additional water usage over 
the allotted 10,000 gallons per month from 
November 2006 through March 2007. 
   With the rapid growth in Syracuse, over 
6,000 water meters are read electronically.  
Many of the meters installed in new homes 
completed during the winter are very likely 
covered by landscaping debris.  Please take 
the time to uncover your culinary water me-
ter and be sure not to cover it again when 
laying sod.  If you live in an existing home, 
please check your meter lid and make sure 
it is not obstructed by dirt, grass, or weeds.  
Water meter lids must be accessible 24 
hours a day, 7 days a week. 
   There is a brick utility night drop in the 
parking lot, between the City Office and Li-
brary.  Please have the utility stub with your 
payment if using this night drop,  to make 
sure it is credited to your account. 

Syracuse City Ordinance 10-5-1 
(G) Swimming Pools:  Any structure in-

tended for swimming, recreational bath-
ing, or wading that contains water over 
24 inches deep shall be governed by 
the provisions of the adopted Interna-
tional Residential Building Code Appen-
dix (G) adopted by the City Council to 
control the design and construction of 
swimming pools, spas, and hot tubs 
installed in or on the lot of a one– or two
-family dwelling.  No such pool shall be 
allowed in any residential zone except 
as an accessory use and unless it com-
plies with the following conditions and 
requirements: 

        (1) It may not be located closer than 8             
             feet to any property line. 
        (2) The swimming pool shall be so 
              walled or fenced to at least 6 feet 
              in height to prevent uncontrolled    
              access by children from adjacent  
              properties. 
 

Please discontinue use immediately  
until the requirements listed  

above have been met.

   The City can prevent “accidents waiting to hap-
pen” if we are aware of the work.  Help us make 
Syracuse a safer place by contacting the building 
department before starting a project.  It may save 
you time and money since corrections can be 
costly!   

   A word of advice, always check on the home you 
are about to purchase to verify all legal permits are 
in place, all inspections were performed, and occu-
pancy for basements, sheds, garages, and addi-
tions were granted.  Most cities have the record of 
amenities authorized on any property. 

When do I Need a Building Permit? 
 City staff hears this question on a regular 
basis.  Oftentimes, homeowners may not 
even think about something needing a permit 
or other involvement from the City.  However, 
the building codes and zoning laws are in 
place to help us have a safer community.  
Most building codes resulted from experi-
ences of loss of life or serious injury, while 
others derived from escalating insurance 
costs due to loss from fire, and still others 
were enacted for the general health of resi-
dents within a dwelling or community. 

    A portion of the International Residential 
Code is quoted below to help you understand 
what requires a permit. 
   “Any one who intends to construct, enlarge, 
alter, move, demolish, or change the occu-
pancy of a building or structure or to erect, 
install, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, convert 
or replace any electrical, gas, mechanical, or 
plumbing system, the installation of which is 
regulated by this code, or to cause any such 
work to be done shall first make application 
to the building official and obtain the required 
permit.”  
   This means the completion or finish of any 
basement, addition of a hot tub, deck, pool, 
or air conditioner, changing of a water-
heater, or furnace, and/or the addition of any 
electrical wiring, plumbing, or heating re-
quires a permit. 

 The following are exemptions: 
Building:  
· One story detached accessory structures 

provided the floor area does not exceed 
120 sq. ft. (possible State amendment for 
200 ft. in near future) 

· Fences over 6 ft. high 
· Retaining walls that are not over 4 ft. in 

height, measured from the footing to the 
top of wall, unless supporting a surcharge 
(surcharge includes bearing loads of struc-
tures and/or vehicles). 

· Water tanks (not pools) supported directly 
upon the grade if the capacity does not 
exceed 5,000 gallons and the ratio of 
height to diameter does not exceed 2 to 1. 

· Sidewalks and driveways not more than 30 
inches above adjacent grade and not over 
a basement or story below 

· Painting, papering, tiling, carpeting, cabi-
nets, countertops and similar finish work 

· Prefabricated swimming pools that are less 
than 24 inches deep 

· Swings and other playground equipment 
accessory to a one- or two-family dwelling 

· Window awnings supported by an exterior 
wall 

Electrical:    
· Repairs and maintenance 

Gas:   
· Portable heating, cooking, or clothes dryer 

appliances  
· Replacement of minor parts of equipment 
Mechanical: 
· Portable heating, ventilating, cooling, or 

evaporative cooler units
